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GLOSE-UP

With no boundaries, the watchword for the spring-surmnmer 2012 jewellery is fusion. Old and new, urban and wild,
chic and funny are mixed in @ swirl of styles and materials.

Plexiglas and laser-cut metal, trekking rope, wood and resing are just some of the materials used for designing
graphics in the balance between futuristic and ancestral, away from mass production and in search of a precious
non-standard. Jewellery that echoes that of the ancient tribal societies are thus reinterpreted in a contemporary
way. [n the luwry version, the primitive-style necklaces by Francesca Romana Diana are covered in amber and coral,
turquaise and jade; in the more ethnic version, the necklace inspired by African imagery by Toubab Paris sits side by
side the pendants by Coliac and La Fonderia delloro, that draw inspiration from technological totems and from the
elongated heads of the sculptures by Modigliani. Also present, the sacred aura of jewellery reminiscent. of stately
priestesses that brings into close-up the stff, rigid models, from the gold collars by Hermés and Alexis Bittar to the
new ruffs by hMark Fast and Michelle Lowe-Holder, which fan out over the shoulders,

The sophisticated air of the Belle Epoque cafés can be found in the many proposals that extend to the waist and mul-
tiply in the cascades of pearls from Chanel, in the Charlston fringes of losselliani, in the tie necklaces by Rosantica, At
the same time the suggestions related to Art Nouveau and Bauhaus move, with glazed tassels and macro-pendants
in a purely geometric shape letting the essentiality of the line speak for itself. In this wake the jewellery of LedaOtto
comes in, who reproduce scale plans of famous monuments, together with the strict creations of Elena Canter and
Simone Brewster who celebrate the harmony of shapes in a jigsaw puzzle of circles and rectangles. MNew for this
season, is all about bon ton, it is the embroidered collar applied at will to a chosen outfit, an object that is half way
between jewellery and couture accessory. A décor element of important size, embellished with grosgrain wire and
colpured crystals in the Unique by Tshirterie version, embellished with lace in the proposals by Radéa and Sandrine
de Maontard.

Experimentation and conservation are the comman threads that on the other hand unite a series of proposals that
play with the recycling of elements of waste and the recovery of vintage materials to produce “responsible” jewellery
that chooses the language of sustainability: from the metal terminals on the pendants by Kirsty Ward, to the jagged
little balloons on the necklaces by Duegiart, to the blown up boules on the necklaces by Doris Berner,
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
